He was able to travel to Ukraine during Easter,
which is a huge holiday there. People really turn out for the crusades and church meetings. On Fri-
day, Peter took part in the Prayer for Healing service and the Saturday before Easter, there was a
young missionariesi conference held at Rivne, W. Ukraine, our original center of ministry. Five hun-
dred came from as far away as East and North Ukraine for a time of spiritual encouragement, and
sharing successes, testimonies and vision.

Easter Sunday goes on for three days. A Good Samaritan team always preaches in at least

three services on each of those days. On Sunday morning Peter preached in the city of Lutsk, in a
large church where eight people repented. Sunday evening Peter and a team traveled an hour or
two W. to Novovolinsk to preach and six people repented.
